Weõre in the middle of winter 

and although temperatures get into the 50õs and 60õs during 

the day, the houses and buildings are still VERY cold as there 

is no central heating!   When I go outside into the sun, I take 

my coat off and when I go back inside, I put it back on!  This 

last weekend, my house was just under 50 degrees when I got 

up in the morningñits not easy getting out of a warm bed 

and into a cold house with no heat on those mornings! 

 

When I am cold, I often think of the children that are now living 

at Bethesda and am thankful that God has brought them to us out 

of the cold of winter.  There are many children who still are in 

desperate situations who suffer with no shelter and not enough 

warm clothing to get them through winter.  Itõs a difficult time of 

year.  More importantly than the children being saved physically 

from difficult circumstances, I am thankful that God has brought 

them into godly families where they hear the Word of God taught 

and lived out each day.  It is such a joy to see the transformation 

that happens in their lives when they come to know Christ as 

their personal Savior. 

 

I am very thankful for you and for your faithful support of this 

ministry here.  I am able to 

help support our house parents 

and our children by paying the 

bills, paying sala- ries, doing 

admin work and working to 

keep Bethesdaõs mission and 

purpose in front of many peo-

ple by doing the Public Relations part of the ministry.  I do spend 

a lot of my time in front of a computer now, but it is an important 

ministry that helps to enable Bethesda to continue to be sustain-

able and to grow.  As a non-profit organization, Bethesda con-

tinually depends on exposure to the public and on new sources of 

income to keep providing for the parents and children so I know 

the ministry that God has put me in is vital.

The mission that drives us is knowing that we are 

making a real and tangible difference in the lives 

of children.  We have 40 children in care who pre-

viously did not have parents or a home to call their 

own.  Some of the children have been with us for 

10 years, and some as recent as two months.
