Wise people willingly endure shetérm difficulty ’ '//\'7"‘.’.;‘,”’””'”1’ P,
for long-term benefits. On the other hand foolish people sacrifice theefon the
altar of the immediate. It is time people learned the value of-sont sacrifice
for long-term benefits. We are part of the "l want it now" generation. Having failed
to recognize the lonterm consequences of their "I want it now" attitudeople
have abandoned themselves to a charge now pay later attitude. Their failure to see
the value of sacrifice and the benefits of delayed gratification has placed many a
family in a financial quagmire. Solomon said it bluntly, "a foolish man squahders
his treasure.
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What has been gained when people use their credit cards to buy what they
don't have the money to purchase? Only the credit card companies benefit with
their high interest rates and people become losers as they in eseeane lihe
credit card industry's slave. "The rich ruleth over the poor, and the borrower is
servant to the lender." [Proverbs 22:7] When people willingly pay outlandish
interest rates running as high as 23%, they wind up paying three or four times the
original cost of the item. How many things have been bought on credit that are
long gone otbroken before they are paid for? What can be done to stop people
from robbing themselves of their freedom to prepare for their future? People need
to exercise some digline in money matters. Discipline produces a plan to save
for both shordterm specific items and loAgrm savings for future needs. A
disciplined person rejects the idea that immediate gratification is what is best and
has learned the value of sacrfiand delayed gratification.

An example of this concept is Joseph's preparation for the coming seven
years of famine Egypt would experience. For seven years he systematically put
away grain in preparation for the coming famine. If he did not exeraisgest
discipline in the storing of grain, what would have happened to the Egyptians and
his own family? While Joseph knew the seven years of famine were coming, hard
times often come upon us unexpectedly. This makes having a financial plan that
includes no debt and longerm saving an absolute necessity. There are two
ingredients that must be an integral part of any plan. The first is being able to
distinguish between real needs and wants. This allows us to implement the second
concept of learning how thandle money properly by developing a financial plan
that doesn't sacrifice the future on the altar of the immediate. Where are you
financially? Are you head over heels in debt because you failed to exercise
discipline in your money matters? How many daredhrd companies own you?
What can't you do today that you want to because of unwise spending in the past?

Final words of wisdom from God's Word: "Better is little with the fear of the
LORD than great treasure and trouble therewith" [Proverbs 15:16ijttfeAthat a
righteous man hath is better than the riches of many wicked" [Psalm 37:16]. "The

"' N "Whoso findeth a wife findeth a good thing(Proverbs
. 18:22).

# Few of us like to be referred to as a "thing." But if you
‘e grea wife, you ARE expected to be a good thing! The KJV

translatlon of Proverbs 18:22 makes me smile, but the idea is that a man who
obtains a wife has something good.

In the Middle Ages, the Engh term for a wife and homemaker was
goodwife. It's too bad that we've dropped the adjective because it was a continual
reminder of what we are supposed to be, Biblically speaking. We are not to be just
wives but good wives.

Proverbs 31 portrays a nobkefe, an excellent wife. "An excellent wife, who can
find? The heart of her husband trusts inshe8he does him good, not evil, all the
days of her life" (Proverbs 31:11P).

How can a woman be a good wife? What does God's Wgrtbsa? She will
do her husband good spiritually by being a godly woman of the Word, by giving
him wise, Biblical counsel in decisions, and by praying faithfully for him. She will
do him good mentally and emotionally by being his best supporter. Thrargh h
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attitudes, words, and actions she will give him allegiance (Ephesians 5:22), respect
(Ephesians 5:33), and love (Titus 2:4). She will do him good physically by
devoting herself to meet the needs of her husband, children, and home (1 Cor. 7:3,
4; 1 Tim.4:14; Titus 2:4, 5). She will do him good financially as she uses wisdom
and seHdiscipline in managing their money and resources. Yes, she will be a good
thing!

When | was a newly married young woman, | was taught that in God's plan
Adam and Eve cameréit. The husbandife relationship takes precedence in the
home. Even after children are born, the marriage relationship is to receive the
attention and maintenance it needs to thrive. Children need the security and
example of parents who love one anotlogially. The best ministry a mother can
have to her children is to be their father's best friend and supporter. This is God's
priority for the wife.

As you consider your relationship with your spouse, do you think he would
say, "My wife is my treasure. $his so good to me."? Being an excellent wife
requires not only determination and devotion but also total dependence upon the
Lord. The Holy Spirit alone can produce the good in us that we require to be good
for our husbands. Only as Christ is Lord of yditer and Lord of your marriage,
can you truly become "a good thing"
